4 Step Group Process Work:  Step 2
If the student with disabilities is focusing on fewer outcomes, should he/she be instructed on the others, too?  Why or why not?

· instruction is broader than assessment so should have exposure to all and focus on some

· should provide but only to some degree 
· limit the number presented at one time

· benefits both student and teachers

· provide on a step by step basis – make it attainable

· based on individual learning needs 
· it provides access to the curriculum

· it provides equal learning opportunities for all students

· need to do it in order to move students from point A to point B

Why is it important to begin thinking about what supports the student needs/uses?

· to provide relevant and age appropriate materials

· address uniqueness of each child

· be practical in teacher planning time/need more planning and preparation time
· it provides benefits for all students

· it provides the optional learning environment
· enables establishment priorities for learning

· it requires a step by step method to apply a support system that ensures students are successful in attaining the required outcome
· the attainment of the outcomes depends on how well we engage the student during the instruction phase

4 Step Process Work:  Step 3

Why should students with disabilities be engaged in every instructional activity/strategy?

· need exposure and engagement to ensure everyone has opportunities to learn

· allows tapping into learning styles – many ways to engage

· outcomes may be focused and social connections are important

· to follow the law – IDEA
· to access different forms of learning opportunities (gifted & talented; AP; etc.)

· support for all learning activities

· inclusionary practice

· collaboration provides evidence to defend our instructional practices

· students have the right to access standards as everyone
· allows students to engage with peer group

· you never know until you try

· don’t want to restrict our students to just what is on the IEP

· need to have access to general curriculum instruction

· must not assume that students are not capable until proven otherwise
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
