	The student exceeds expectations, demonstrating an independent and highly accurate understanding of the reading concepts of determining meaning of grade level appropriate vocabulary and identifying key information from grade level passages.


	

	
	· The student performance may have rare mistakes that don’t negate a strong conceptual understanding of grade level vocabulary and information from a grade level passage.  


	· provide the meaning for all of the words highlighted in a passage

· identify the main idea and provide three correct supporting details



	
	· The student is able to demonstrate performance using materials and activities that may be presented in a different format but retain the rigor, grade level and age appropriateness.


	· use a grade level passage (novel, magazine, newspaper article) that is accessed by the student using a text reader



	
	· The student demonstrates the ability to analyze, synthesize, evaluate or use strategic thinking with the skills/concepts/knowledge related to grade level vocabulary and information from a grade level passage.


	· compare two meanings of the same word and explain how the context determines which to use

· compare main ideas from two books



	
	· The student is able to demonstrate performance in an authentic and novel task routinely completed by grade level peers.


	· is taught to identify main idea in one book and then able to independently apply in a different book

· taught to identify and follow steps from a text and then independently does so with different texts.

	The student meets expectations, demonstrating an independent and accurate understanding of the reading concepts of determining meaning of grade level appropriate vocabulary and identifying key information from grade level passages.


	

	
	· The student may demonstrate occasional inaccuracies, which do not interfere with conceptual understanding, may be present in understanding of grade level vocabulary and passages.


	· provide the meaning for the majority of the words highlighted in a passage

· identify the main idea and provide supporting details, some of which are incorrect.



	
	· The student is able to demonstrate performance using materials and activities that are in a simplified but age appropriate grade level passage.


	· use a grade level passage (novel, magazine, newspaper article) that has been modified by pairing with picture symbols and reduced language



	
	· The student demonstrates the ability to comprehend and apply the skills/concepts/knowledge of grade level vocabulary and passages.


	· use the context of the passage to determine the meaning of the word

· write the steps for a task after reading in a text



	
	· The student is able to demonstrate performance in an authentic task routinely completed by grade level peers.


	· read a grade level book, magazine, newspaper article

· follow steps in an art project provided in a passage

	The student performs slightly below expectations, demonstrating inaccuracies that may interfere with or limit the conceptual understanding of the reading concepts of determining meaning of grade level appropriate vocabulary and identifying key information from grade level passages.


	

	
	· The student demonstrates some accuracy with multiple errors, which indicate a partial or emerging conceptual understanding of grade level vocabulary and passages.


	· provide the meaning for the some of the words highlighted in a passage

· identify the main idea and provide supporting details, many which are incorrect 

	
	· The student is able to demonstrate performance using materials and activities that are age appropriate but typically used for lower grade level vocabulary and reading passage.


	· use lower grade level books or stories that do not have illustrations that are not appropriate for the student’s age



	
	· The student has a basic recall understanding (e.g., recall, match, memorize, label, identify, illustrate) of skills/concepts/knowledge at a basic recall level.


	· match word to definition

· sequence a bulleted list of steps in order (no passage)



	
	· The student is able to demonstrate performance in contrived tasks that are routinely completed by grade level peers.


	· multiple choice definitions without a reading passage

· answer questions about a passage written strictly for a worksheet

	The student performs below expectations, demonstrating inaccuracies that interfere with the conceptual understanding of the reading concepts of determining meaning of grade level appropriate vocabulary and identifying key information from grade level passages.


	

	
	· The student demonstrates inaccurate performance including many errors which indicate limited, beginning, or partial understanding of grade level vocabulary and passages.


	· incorrectly provides the meaning for the words highlighted in a passage

· unable to identify the main idea or provide any supporting details

	
	· The student is able to demonstrate performance using materials and activities that do not contain age appropriate vocabulary and reading passages.


	· use lower grade level books or stories that have much younger illustrations and format



	
	· The student is able to recognize skills/concepts/knowledge at a basic recall level.


	· recognizes words and definition

· sequences using a model



	
	· The student is able to demonstrate performance in contrived tasks that are rarely or never completed by grade level peers.


	· multiple choice definitions on self care vocabulary

· sequencing steps to tooth brushing

	· use grade level materials and activities that may be supported with adaptive tools such as talking calculator



	
	· The student demonstrates the ability to analyze, synthesize, evaluate or use strategic thinking with the skills/concepts/knowledge related to grade level mathematics.


	· use the comparison and contrast of shapes to solve a problem such as which shapes could be combined to fit into a predetermined area

· interpret data using information from a series of graphs

	· use a worksheet from a lower grade level that does not have immature pictures on it, maintaining age appropriateness



	
	· The student has a basic recall understanding (e.g., recall, match, memorize, label, identify, illustrate) of skills/concepts/knowledge at a basic recall level.


	· sort shapes according to  elements 

· answer questions using information directly from the graph



	
	· The student is able to demonstrate performance in contrived tasks that are routinely completed by grade level peers.


	· identifies shapes on a worksheet that has no connection to an authentic task

· answers questions using information from a graph that has no connection to an authentic task

· incorrectly interprets information from graphs 



	
	· The student is able to demonstrate performance using materials and activities that are not age appropriate instruction.


	· use a worksheet from a lower grade level that has immature pictures causing it to not be age appropriate



	
	· The student is able to recognize skills/concepts/knowledge at a basic recognition level.


	· able to recognize a shape when presented such as asking the student if this is this a square

· answer questions using information directly from the graph



	
	· The student is able to demonstrate performance in contrived tasks that are rarely or never completed by grade level peers.


	· Identifies shapes for a sheltered workshop activity

· answering questions about a graph with information regarding self care
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
