	Glossary



	accurate
	The student performance is free from error within an accepted standard.  Highly accurate performance would indicate very few, if any mistakes.  Accurate performance may include an occasional mistake but not enough to interfere with understanding.  Somewhat accurate performance would include multiple errors that indicate a beginning or partial understanding.  Inaccurate performance would include so many errors that there is no evidence of beginning or partial understanding.



	activities
	Instructional activities used to aid students in learning content (e.g., research, discussion, answering questions, etc.).



	age appropriate
	The degree to which the information is taught, the activities and materials selected, and the language used reflect the chronological age of the student.



	assistive technology
	The tools and strategies used to assist students in developing and participating in meaningful academics, social relationships, and employment activities; can range from low technology (e.g.,  unaided communication systems, sign language, etc.) to high technology (e.g.,  computers with switch interfaces, etc.).



	authentic
	Materials and activities that are naturally occurring in life or applicable to life activities (e.g., reading a book, figuring the area of a room to plan for carpet).



	cognitive
	The thought process involved in understanding.  Refer to Bloom’s Taxonomy and Webb’s Depth of Knowledge.



	context
	The conditions surrounding the student performance.



	contrived or artificial
	Materials and activities that are not naturally occurring in life (e.g., recall worksheets).



	cues
	Any type of prompt that assists in the student in indicating the correct answer to a problem (e.g., verbal, gestural, and physical).



	grade level
	The grade in which the student is enrolled based on chronological age.



	grade level benchmark
	A description of the content that students should know at a particular grade level.



	grade level indicator
	A description of the content that students should know at a particular grade level.



	grade level peers
	Typical peers that are enrolled in the same grade based on chronological age.



	grade level standard
	The content standard adopted by the state for students enrolled in a specific grade.  The content standards are those which tell what students are expected to know and be able to do in various subject areas, such as reading, mathematics, and science.

	independent
	The student is able to perform the skill without any prompting such as verbal, gestural, or physical cues.  Performance is still considered independent when student reacts to naturally occurring cues or task directions (e.g., get out your calculator), when using assistive technology, or using materials that have been modified as long as it doesn’t indicate the correct answer for the student.



	materials
	Instructional materials used to aid students in learning content (e.g., books, worksheets, manipulatives, etc.).



	modified
	Substantial changes have been made in the level of what a student is expected to learn and/or demonstrate. 



	performance
	The behavior that indicates the student’s ability and understanding.



	prompted
	The provision of a cue that assists the student in indicating the correct answer to a problem (e.g., verbal, gestural, and physical prompts).



	routinely
	A performance that occurs regularly. 
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
