· Materials and activities are a simplified version of those used by peers in the same grade level.  The material and activities are adapted from those used by peers by simplifying, shortening, or reducing difficulty level – assign a “3” for Performance Evidence

· Materials and activities are age appropriate but are those used for lower grade levels – assign a “2” for Performance Evidence

· Materials and activities are not age appropriate and are not those used for grade level peers – assign a “1” for Performance Evidence

· There is no evidence that the student worked with the materials and activities – assign a “0” for Performance Evidence

Cognitive Level:
  

1. Student performance indicates a level of understanding at the following level:

· The student is able to analyze, synthesize, evaluate (Bloom’s Taxonomy) skills, concepts and knowledge, or work at a strategic or extended thinking level (Webb’s DOK) – assign a “4” for Cognitive Level

· The student is able to apply and comprehend skills, concepts, and knowledge – assign a “3” for Cognitive Level

· The student is able to recall or reproduce skills, concepts, and knowledge – assign a “2” for Cognitive Level

· The student is able to recognize skills, concepts, and knowledge – assign a “1” for Cognitive Level

· There is no evidence to indicate understanding – assign a “0” for Cognitive Level

Performance Context:  
1. Student evidence indicated that the context of performance was at the following level:

· The student demonstrated ability to apply the skills, concepts, or knowledge to an authentic and novel task.  This task is one that is typically completed by grade level peers and a new task for the student – assign a “4” for Performance Context

· The student demonstrated ability to apply the skills, concepts, or knowledge to an authentic task that is typically completed by grade level peers – assign a “3” for Performance Context

· The student demonstrated ability to apply the skills, concepts, or knowledge to contrived or artificial tasks such as recall worksheets, computation problems, set of questions, etc. – assign a “2” for Performance Context

· The student demonstrated ability to apply the skills, concepts, or knowledge only to tasks rarely or never completed by grade level peers – assign a “1” for Performance Context

· There is no evidence of student performance – assign a “0” for Performance Context
