Evidence  (Record any observations that will help focus training next year.)
	Were the correct standards identified, instructed, and assessed?  If not, you may need to train more intensely on the 4 step, the standards, and/or the general curriculum.
	

	Were there indications that that students may have been inappropriately placed in the aa-aas?  If so, you may need to do more training on the purpose and participation guidelines.  You may also want to collect more information.
	

	Did you receive assessments from all the students that should have been assessed?
	

	Was there scored or scoreable evidence?  If not, you may need to train teachers on how to adapt, score or collect data, 
	

	Was there too much included that could not or should not be used in scoring?  It is not necessary to include information about the student’s disability as that could set up a bias. There is no need to include instructional materials. 
	

	Were there things included that were not required but helped in scoring?  You may want to ask for that type of information from all students.
	

	Did you find examples and non-examples that could be used in next year’s training?  (If you did, you may want to tweak them into anonymous examples.)
