· understands some skills and concepts by using manipulatives and some every day materials to estimate and solve simple problems involving numbers/operations and measurement in a variety of authentic tasks (e.g. addition and subtraction, following a modeled step by step procedure to measure length or volume, finding the value of a digit in a small number, paring a number with the correct number of manipulatives); and 

· using age-appropriate, grade level content based vocabulary to make sense of number meaning and measurement concepts (e.g. add, subtract, length, heavy, light, size, measure, estimate, etc.).
