1.  Explain what your aa-aas is designed to do (its purpose) and how the results are used.
· intended purposes and uses 
2.  Who are the students who might be eligible for the aa-aas?  Who makes the decisions about assessment for students with disabilities?  What are the guidelines for those decisions and where can you find them?

· “students with significant cognitive disabilities”
· the IEP team specifically as the decision making entity
· participation guidelines, including any forms and where those can be found

3.  What evidence is collected and submitted for the aa-aas?  What are the timelines for the assessment?  What standards are assessed at what grade levels and what content areas are assessed?
· types and amounts of evidence necessary for the assessment to be accurately scored  
· current school year or testing window
· grade specific content standards for each content area assessed at the assessed grade levels
4.  In what ways is your aa-aas linked to your jurisdiction’s grade level academic content standards?  What are the expectations for all students in receiving instruction linked to the general curriculum?
· link between instruction on the grade specific general curriculum and assessment
· access to the grade specific general curriculum

5.  What is in the rubric?  How are the assessments scored?  How are the results reported and to whom?
· rubric dimensions
· process of collecting, submitting, and scoring the assessment evidence
· what reports are issued and to whom they go (parents, schools/districts, jurisdiction, federal)
